I.  The meeting was called to order by Erica Huerta, the President, at 2:31pm CST.

They had a great time and enjoyed the information about Lincoln, his wife, and his presidency, as well as games and group building activities that involved chapters from other campuses.
· Bake Sale- Tuesday, February 9 – Wednesday, February 10.  The fundraiser went very well, and about $400 so far has been raised.  The remaining baked goods are being sold at Thursday night’s basketball game on February 11th.  Motion for a vote regarding where the proceeds of the bake sale should go was moved by Crystal Dalaguete and seconded by Patrick.  Motion was carried.  The funds accumulated will be given in their entirety to the Silva family from Malta who lost their home in a fire on Wednesday, January 20.
IV.  Ongoing Business

· Feb 11th Basketball Popcorn Sale – Members were asked to sign up and volunteer to sell popcorn and water bottles at the last home game of the season:  6:00 - 8:00pm.  There are two different shifts available from 6-7pm and from 7-8pm.  Signup sheets were passed around.
· Caps recycling projects
· Cash for Caps - bring clean Swiss Valley milk and OJ caps to drop box in B100.  We can turn these in for money once a year.
· Recycling caps with Aveda –This drive is for any plastic water or soda bottle caps to be recycled.  Caps can be placed in collection containers once they are around campus, but they may also be left in B100 drop box.  We are shooting for a campus wide kick-off on April 1st, pending final College approval.
· Induction Ceremony – Wednesday, Feb. 24th at 7:00pm at Jenkins Auditorium.  Inductees were asked to arrive by 6:45pm, and a sign-up sheet for ushers (arrive by 6:15) and servers (arrive by 6:45) was passed around.  Ushers and servers are needed.  A catered reception will follow. International Vice President (for Division III) will speak at the ceremony.  Members were reminded to keep inviting people!  This is a very important event, and the meatballs won’t be there next year!
· Eighth Grade Career Day Guides –Friday March 12 .  A sign-up sheet was passed around to volunteer for session one, 9-11am or session two, 12-2pm (or both!) Members shared previous experiences with this, and were told they would be guiding students and parents. Lunch will be provided (at 11am) for anyone working that day.
