· Bake Sale (Feb 9-10th) & Basketball Popcorn Sale (Feb 11th) - This was a really great success.  We decided that $450 dollars would be donated to the family of Luis Silva and Pam Dixon-Silva; the remaining $150 would be donated to Skills USA.
· DeKalb NHS Garbage Pizza Presentation (Feb. 16th) – Three officers and 4 PTK members attended Dekalb High School’s National Honors Society to present a recycling awareness activity for children; it went very well, and Erica Huerta, our President, is staying in contact with their advisor.  If the NHS decides to pursue this activity, we have agreed to stand alongside of them and provide our assistance.
· 2010 5-Star Chapter Development Program- Goal was set to participate in the highest rank of activity and to complete all of the requirements to obtain a Five Star Level.  This includes service projects with leadership components, involvement at a regional level, AND involvement at an international level.

· Induction Ceremony – Wednesday, Feb. 24th at 7:00pm at Jenkins Auditorium.  Inductees were asked to arrive by 6:45pm, and a sign-up sheet for ushers (arrive by 6:15) and servers (arrive by 6:45) was passed around.  Ushers and servers are needed.
