Yuka introduced her research results for question #2, and about the Grameen Foundation, a non-profit organization that fights against poverty in the world through micro-philanthropy loans to women, as a potential idea for our future service project. She will continue on her research.  Niki suggested members research the background behind the conditions that cause this need so that information may be shared with our campus and community.  Laurie moved the discussion to put a part of our upcoming bake-sale proceeds toward this foundation.
